The answer /{ is the bullet hole in his back, brimming [
with seawater! Telemachus, remember, searched for his
father, Odysseus, for years, before returning to find him
already at home. Vuong’s work often reminds us that
the word ‘reaching’ can mean both ‘arriving” and
‘yearning’. Like a letter arriving that can’t be read,
or looking for something that's already been found
elsewhere, some journeys end withont concluding.

It is the act of searching, more than the catharsis
of finding, which is important for these two artists,
Song and Tako Taal, at DCA. If both are informed
by the wounds of nostalgia (from ‘nosfos’, *returning?’,
and ‘algos’, *pain’), if both bear the weight of colonial
histories, then both are also interested in creating new
origin myths, new stories - and, as it has always been,
new selves grow from new stories.
